unit and sparkplugs in the engine. Clean 
it up. Remove winter debris, tighten port-
side seat, grease buddy bearings and 
charge battery. 

FIRST AID/EMERGENCY GEAR: 
Make sure the defibrillator is working, 
install a flashing red light and siren and 
place fire extinguishers on the docks.

TOOL SHED: Clean it up and organize 
it. Repair hole in the wall. 

MOWERS: For the new zero-turning-
radius mower, sharpen blades, fill with oil 
and grease its zerts. For the John Deere 
and Cub Cadet mowers: Change oil, oil 
filters and spark plugs and sharpen the 

blades.
BLUE PYC TRAILER: Replace carpet 

on the starboard cradle, tighten the 
port cradle, grease the buddy bearings. 
Replace the white back-up light.

RED AND GREEN PYC TRAILERS 
AND FLATBED TRAILER: Grease the 
buddy bearings and add air to tires if 
necessary.

COMMITTEE BOAT: Change the oil 
in the lower unit and sparkplugs in the 
engine. Charge the battery.

GROUNDS: Trim trees and shrubs 
along the entrance road. Paint top of the 
PYC light and turn on the power at the 
control breaker at the top of the concrete 
stairs. Install the canopy on Leone's 
Landing. Spruce up the plant area.
