The moon will be maxed, so raft up Aug. 16

This year the August full moon occurs
on a Saturday night, Aug. 16. It's the
perfect occasion for a party on the lake.
The Templetons and the Kesslers plan
to find a cove that's sheltered from the
wind and set a couple of anchors about 6
p.m. Everybody is invited to tie one on (a
boat, that is). Bring boat snacks and boat
drinks to share. There is a rumor that
we'll have a live band this year.

Never rafted up? It's fun and easy.
Just pull alongside one of the boats on
the end of the raft-up and tie on. Be sure
to secure several fenders high along the
side of your boat so they buffer you and
the adjacent boat from one another. Make
sure the spreaders on your mast won't
tangle with the boat next to you when
waves hit. Once your boat is secure, feel
free to roam up and down the raft-up.

Be careful not to get body parts between
the boats, where they could get smashed
if the boats bang together. If you find

yourself in the middle of the raft-up and
decide you must leave, please get one
of the hosts to help notify the people on
either side of your boat. Lines will be
set to pull the raft-up back together as
you back out. Boats typically come and
go through the evening, but many will
probably stay all night. The party will
resume Sunday morning with breakfast
and swimming.

If the wind is from the south, as it
often is in summer, we probably will
anchor in Little Slough Branch, which is
along the bluffs across the lake and north
of the yacht club. If the wind is from the
north we'll probably go to Apple Valley
Cove, across the lake and south of the
yacht club.

Hope to see you there.

Three of four starters finished
the race. Again the upwind leg was
a challenge, but our young racers
overcame it. The winner was Thomas
Allen, with his passenger Dylan Kessler.

It was set
up for singlehanded sailing, but only by a
sailor with three hands in light winds.
After much consideration we
decided to add self-tailing winches in
2007. Nothing has added to our sailing
experience more than these two pieces of
equipment. Now both Joan and Pat can
singlehand the boat. In our boat, most
of the power comes from the jib, and the
winches enable us to trim up the headsalil
for maximum efficiency.

4 Fees. (See registration form.)

5 Measurement. Measurement shall be governed by the individual class associations. PHRF fleet boats
must have a current PHRF certificate, or Perry Yacht Club PHRF rating. (PYC PHRF application attached.)

6 Sailing Instructions. Sailing instructions and an event schedule will be available at the registration and
check-in on August 29 and 30.

7 Regatta Site. The regatta will be held on the waters of Perry Lake. All off-water activities will occur on
the grounds of Perry Yacht Club, 8368 Yacht Club Drive, Meriden, Kansas 66512.

8 Racing Area and Courses. Racing courses will be as shown on the PYC 2008 Race Course Chart
(included with this material).

9 Trophies. Fleets with four or five yachts will be awarded first and second place trophies. Fleets with six
to eight yachts will be awarded first, second and third place trophies.
