





Rehabbing your slip?
Here are some tips

Want to add decking to your slip for a dock box or sitting area?
Over the years, the club has found construction materials and
techniques that not only work well with our docks but also are
sturdy, long-lasting, attractive and safe. They're listed here. And
don't forget to start your project by getting the approval of the
Harbor Master, Bruce Liese.

» Use lumber that’s pressure-treated, or a rot-resistant species
such as cedar.

» Weight-bearing ledgers — typically 2x4s bolted to the steel on
the dock to provide a platform for the deck — should be bolted
through with at least 5/16 galvanized hexhead bolts. Don’t use
carriage bolts or self-tapping steel screws. The bolts must have a
large washer on the side of the wooden ledger and a lock washer
or a locking nut on the side of the steel dock frame. The bolts
must be spaced no more than 3 feet apart, and no farther than
1 foot from the end of the ledger. Over the years, some members
used 3/16 bolts that were not galvanized, and in time they rusted
through.

» Don't attach structural joists with deck screws. Instead, use
galvanized lag bolts, or galvanized joist hangers attached with
galvanized nails or coated deck screws.

» Attach decking with galvanized nails or with deck screws

coated with a coating approved for the
lumber you're using. Take care not to
drive the deck screw more than 1/16 inch
below the surface of the wood. Also take
care not to damage the drive slot in the
screw.

» Don't forget longstanding club policy

(It's 10-D in the Policies section of your
yearbook): “Any additions or alterations...,
must first and always be approved by

the Harbor Master.” Ensuring safety and
attractiveness of dock additions benefits
all of us.
